3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

When the table has been assembled (see assembly directions in CHAPTER 8) the adjustable feet are installed so that the table is level
and does not shift. Then the table is connected to the 100-240 VAC outlet and the table is ready for use.

- Make sure that no cables can get jammed.

- Place the table in a safe distance from window frames, radiators, furniture etc. so that people do not get stuck.

- Do not place any objects above 550 mm underneath the table.

- When moving the table after it has been assembled, the tabletop needs to be removed. The table CANNOT be lifted by the tabletop.
The desk need to be lowered to minimum height before moving.
